PRIMARY ENRICHMENT COURSES (Grades 1-3 & K where Indicated)

MATHEMATICS

P-11 IT PUZZLES ME (2-3)

Have Fun! We will use a wide assortment of puzzles: Word, Math, Hidden Pictures, Treasure
Hunts with clues, 3-D jigsaw puzzles and many more. Learn teamwork, creative thinking, fol-
lowing steps and procedures all while having fun working with puzzles.

P-12 MATHMONSTERS (K-1 /2-3)

This class is intended to improve basic math skills through a variety of methods utilizing ma-
nipulative materials. Students will be organized into small groups according to their ability
level, and work their way up the mountain. Activities will include such items as number order,
counting by 2’s, 5’s, etc., addition, subtraction, and multiplication, if appropriate.

P-13 MATHEMACTIVITIES (K-1/2-3)

This course is designed around usage activities to expose students to a wide variety of number
situations where the manipulation of numbers is a part of the challenge. These activities may
include board games, card games, dominos, etc. For students who have a basic working knowl-
edge of addition and subtraction facts.

READING & CREATIVE EDUCATION

P" 1 6 FIRST GRADE READING INTERVENTION (1 ) Participation in this class is limited and is by invitation only.

This class will offer small group reading intervention for first graders. It will include reviewing read-
ing strategies, shared book reading, self-selected reading, writing, and “making words.” Students
taking this class will enroll in one class for the three-week period. Students will be enrolled in the
class from 8:30 - 11:55.

P-17 THE READING COOK (2-3)

This course is designed to help students learn about other cultures, improve their reading and
cooking skills, and sample a variety of cuisines that are a part of the themes they will be read-
ing about. Students will also learn how to read and follow recipes.

READING & CREATIVE EDUCATION (continued)

P-18 THE “COOL COOK” (K-1)

This class is offered to our younger students who are interested in learning to create some de-
licious snacks, while learning to follow recipes. The snacks will require “cool” cooking tech-
niques which are appropriate for our younger students.

P-19 LET’S TALK! 8:30-11:55 - Held at Mead Elementary

Let’s Talk is designed to provide English language instruction to limited-English proficient stu-
dents. Experiences will include developing and expanding spoken and written language skills
through a wide variety of creative lessons. This class is offered only to students who are at
Level | and Level Il English proficiency levels. All other ESL students are encouraged to par-
ticipate in other non-ESL classes. Participation is by ESL teacher referral only.

P-21 NEWSLINE 2009 (1-3) 8:30-11:55 All Morning

Students will participate in the development of a summer school newsletter for students and par-
ents. Newsline 2009 photographers will learn how to use the digital cameras to enhance the stories
they write and to catch their friends learning and enjoying their time at summer school. Editors,
production managers, photographers, typists, and many more jobs will be held by those who
choose to participate in this class.

P-23 READERS THEATRE (2-3)

Once students are familiar with a story they can extend both their comprehension and enjoyment
of it by acting it out. Students quickly develop fluency as they “speak” their specific parts. As they
individually improve their reading skills, they collectively enjoy the humor and excitement found
in well written children’s plays. This is not a “performance” class. Students will not create sets
and perform for other classes or parents.

P-7 SING, DANCE & PLAY Session | Only

Students will explore a variety of musical concepts, including: folk dance, music “play” songs, lots
of singing and playing instrumental accompaniments to songs

P-4 THE READING ARTIST (K-1/2-3)

Each day children will be captivated by beautifully illustrated and written literature. An array
of interesting art projects will be created to enhance the enjoyment of the books.

P-24 FIRST “FUNTASTICS” (K) (Must Attend Both Sessions)

This six-week long class is intended only for Kindergarten students entering first grade in
2008-2009. Students who participate in this class will experience a wide variety of activities at
their level, including: reading, writing, creating books, science, and social studies. Students
who participate in this program will remain in this class for the full six-weeks of the summer
school program. Students may participate in one other class during both the first and second
sessions of summer school.

P-26 SIGN LANGUAGE (2-3) 10:15-11:55 ONLY

We all know sign language is an excellent way to communicate. This course will include learn-
ing signs, the manual alphabet, songs, plays and games. The course is designed for students
who are not hearing impaired, but would enjoy learning sign language.

SCIENCE
P-28 DOWN IN THE DEEP (K-1/2-3)

Learn about ocean life: whales, dolphins, starfish, sharks and many more. We will read and make
books, learn songs, paint, and do different art projects to make our classroom look like the ocean.

P-29 DINOSAUR PARK (K-1/2-3)

This is a study of the land of giants and monsters during an era before we even measured time.
Join this group and become acquainted with the Stegosaurus, the Brontosaurus, the Tyran-
nosaurus, and many more.

P-30 THE MIGHTY RAINFOREST (K-1/2-3)

This course will take the students on a trip through the Amazon rainforest. On this journey, stu-
dents will encounter wild animals, dangerous fish, and tropical plant life. Students will create
a classroom rainforest while exploring jungle life.

P-31 THOSE AMAZING ANIMALS (K-1/2-3)

Take a three-week safari and investigate the unique and exciting lives of animals around the world.
You will have the opportunity to be involved in exploration, creative art, and animal lit-
erature.

MUSIC (continued)

I-46 SING, DANCE & PLAY Session Il only

Students will explore a variety of musical concepts, including folk music/dance. Students will
sing and play instrumental accompaniments to a variety of songs. They will explore how music
has become such an important part of our lives and cultures.

READING & CREATIVE EDUCATION

I-21 READERS THEATRE

This class is intended to assist students in the development of “fluency” as they read. Students
will assume the role of specific characters as they read selected plays. As the plays are read
and shared with their classmates, students will be practicing their ability to read fluently while
enjoying some great plays and some humorous moments together. This class is not intended to
be a “performance” class. No plays will be put on for other classes or parents.

[-22 SOARTO SUCCESS (4-6) session 1l only

SOAR TO SUCCESS is a course that teaches students the strategies that are necessary to be-
come a successful reader. This program is intended for students in the fourth thru sixth grades
who have participated in this program during the school year, or who are recommended by
their teachers for such a program. Students who have demonstrated significant delays in read-
ing comprehension may benefit from participation in this program.

I-24 SEW WHAT’S NEW! - (class limit is 24 - access will be given first to Sixth Graders who have not
taken this course before, remainder of class will be filled by fifth grade boys and girls.)

Learn something new this summer! All 5th and 6th grade boys and girls are invited to have fun
exploring their creative skills by sewing several projects. Learn to operate a sewing machine,
sew a decorative pillow, pull-on shorts, and locker caddy and then make your very own sling
bag. Other projects will be available for an additional cost. Don’t miss the fun! This class will be
held at Lincoln High School from June 17 - July 7. Required materials include 2 spools of
thread; one white and one black.

[-29 THE TIMES OF KNIGHTS AND THEIR SIEGE WEAPONS

You may have seen a weapon from this time period being used to throw pumpkins at a local pump-
kin fest or even automobiles (on television). Now you will get a chance to study the exciting times
of knights, castles, and mythical beasts while taking a closer look at the science they used to cre-
ate these fascinating and powerful machines. You will have a chance to build and operate a
miniature version of this device as well as study the times and people who developed them.
This is an exciting, “hands-on” class!

SCIENCE

[-23 FLIGHT! UP-TIGHT POWERED AIRPLANES

Higher, faster, farther...rubber-band powered gliders will get you both up-tight and excited. We
may have flown to other planets and are now stretching the boundaries of our universe, but
we still have a long way to go before we have mastered the science of “Flight”. Students will
build rubber-band powered gliders and compete against each other’s designs. We will take
a look at flying machines of the past and design some for our future! This is a “hands-on”
course that will make your dreams soar!

-286 MYSTERIES ABOUND

Ever wonder how forensic scientists help to solve mysteries? Think you might make an excellent
detective? Do you often solve the crime before the television detective does? If you answered
“yes” to any of these questions, you will love this class! You will discover techniques used by sci-
entists while they work to solve real life mysteries!

I-30 ROCKETRY 10:15-11:55 ONLY

Students will begin the class by designing and building their own miniature straw rockets and
learn about what makes rockets fly!! Just like early rocket pioneer Robert Goddard, they can
conduct scientific experiments by varying the trajectory angle and launch energy. They will
progress to the creation of bottle rockets and the development of a rocket of their own design.
The culminating project will include the construction of a model rocket and launch. Students
may be required to provide a model rocket or may be charged an additional fee to purchase
materials used in this portion of the class. This is a “hands-on” class that offers you an op-
portunity to design, build, and soar into the clouds!

I-35 MINIADVENTURES (A Bunch of Neat Stuff)

In this course, students will be exploring for hidden treasures in the community. Mini courses
taught by community volunteers will be the basis for this class. Field trips, speakers, hands-
on experiences, and exploration are the things to expect in this class.

Students will also have the opportunity to
enhance their motor skills, social skills, health, and physical fitness, along with improving their
throwing and shooting skills.

SUMMER TENNIS PROGRAM - LINCOLN HIGH SCHOOL

The Tennis FUN-damentals class is available to any student who is entering grades 3rd through
10th in the fall of 2009.
